Personal, Social and Emotional Development e Think about a friend from school. Talk about why they are special to you.

e Draw a picture to show 3 different feelings.

e Make a poster of how to look after an animal.

Communication and Language e Find some non-fiction books at home or in the library. What are they about and what have you learnt?

e Trytoremember some of our ‘washing line’ words from school. Can you explain what they mean? Can you
say the word in a sentence?

e Learn one of our 'rhymes of the week' off by heart and perform it.

Physical Development e Make up a dance about an animal of your choice.

e Practice your handwriting of every letter in the alphabet.

e Cut out and make the caterpillar below with scissors by yourself.

Literacy e Make a book in a box — instructions below

e Use the text map below to re-tell the story 'The Very Hungry Caterpillar.'

e Practice reading your RWI book or ditty every day.

e Askagrown up to say a CVC word, e.g. sun. Can you write the word by yourself?

Maths e Find as many different ways as you can to show the numbers 9 and 10, e.g. dominoes, dice spots, collections
of objects.

e Complete the number activity below.

e Practice writing numbers to 10 correctly and the right way around.

Understanding the World e Make pasties or scones to celebrate St Pirran's day.

e Make hot cross buns to celebrate Easter.

e Describe how a life cycle works to a grown up.

Expressive Arts and Design e Make a model to represent a life cycle.

e Make a butterfly by finger painting and folding over the wings to make it symmetrical.

e Design and make a home for a caterpillar.
